Even before you consider getting a passport you will want to contact the country or obtain as much
information about the country as possible regarding what you are permitted to bring into the country,
the amount of cash you can carry into the country (some really watch out for money laundering), what
items you can bring as gifts, if your drivers license will permit you to drive a rental car, if you ave to have
immunizations done to get into the country, (and then what immunizations you will have to get upon
returning to the states), and anything else that you can possibly think of.

In most countries, taking a taxi is less expensive and more available than renting a car. In most cases you
will need to negotiate a price with the driver before traveling. Here are a few phrases that will help you
in that negotiation:
