Spanish is relatively easy to pronounce. It has only five vowel
sounds (there are around 20 in English, including diphthongs), and
many of the consonants sound like their English counterparts. Also,
there are only a few pronunciation rules, and once you know them,
you're in business. As for that rolled r, if you can do it, fabulous. If
not, no sweat. Just use the English r, and you'll be understood.
